If you wish to alter or extend a
listed building in a way that affects
its character as a building of
special interest, you must first
obtain Listed Building Consent
from your local planning authority.
Each building is different and so
there are no general rules
regarding what you can - or can’t —
do without consent. Most buildings
are very flexible, but consent is
needed for anything that might risk
detracting from what makes that
building special. Listed status
covers a whole building, inside and
out. It is always advisable to take
the advice of the conservation
officer at your local authority to get
a better idea on what its status
might mean for you.

B How will we know if our
proposed renovation works will
require Listed Building Consent?
Types of building works which
would normally require Listed
Building consent include:

W Demolition of a listed building

W Alteration or extension of a listed
building in any manner (including
internal) which would affect its
character as a building of special
architectural or historic interest

B Replacement windows

W Stripping out internal plaster
work

M Repairs not carried out in
matching materials

W Exposing timbers and brickwork
previously hidden behind plaster or
lime wash

B Removal or alteration to internal
features such as doors, cupboards,
panelling and fireplaces

W Changes to the plan form of
internal rooms

B New plumbing (where this has an
impact on the listed building)

W Painting of unpainted surfaces
(where this will have a visual impact
and affect the character)

W Extensions and any demolition

B Can we get help from the
council towards the cost of the
improvements or repairs?
Grants may be available for repairs
to highly listed buildings and
alterations to some can also
qualify for reduced VAT. Further
information on VAT is available
from HM Revenue and Customs.
